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FIGHT GUN TRAFFICKING IN
 NEW YORK STATE
I. Establish State Standards for Gun Dealers

A 6525 and S 2404

Enact requirements to ensure gun dealers keep secure inventories to make sure guns are not easily stolen or lost.  Require that salespeople are trained to spot straw purchasers. (A straw purchase occurs when someone who can’t legally buy a gun has someone else purchase the gun for them).

These standards are needed because:

· “Bad apple” gun dealers are the main source of illegal guns.  Just 1% of Gun Dealers are responsible for almost 60% of Crime Guns.

· Most of the “bad apple” gun dealers are not prosecuted by the federal government.  It is up to the state to hold rogue gun dealers accountable.

II. Require Use of State Ballistic Technology

A 3451 and S 3009

Law enforcement should submit information on all shell casings, bullets and crime guns found at crime scenes to the State Police for inclusion in New York’s ballistic databanks.

This must be addressed now because:

· Only a portion of all ballistic evidence is collected and traced.

· This information will help New York law enforcement find and prosecute gun traffickers.
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
